$4,218. Before 2009-2010 ended, the BSAPP was dowa012, and that will be the starting point hiegdinto 2010-
2011. This puts the school district funding at beRD05-2006 levels. Now, districts face tremendaancial need, as
work continues to ensure that all students in tladeSf Kansas perform at a high level of acadexoidievement.
Please continue to contact your legislators regagrttie importance of funding public education.

Our district aggressively seeks grants and othermae sources for additional funding to help enbahe education of
our youth, while helping to reduce the burden araldaxpayers. We are excited to report that tregadl mill levy is
projected to drop 1.129 mills for 2010-2011, thedst it has been since 2003-2004. The county efiltle final mill
levies in October of 2010.
